A call for applications is open for 1 Doctoral Research Fellowship under the project "ArchLabour
- Architecture, Colonialism and Labour. The role and legacy of mass labour in the design,
planning and construction of Public Works in former African territories under Portuguese
colonial rule" (2024-2028), with the reference (ERC, ArchLabour, 1101096606), funded by the
European Union, through the European Research Council, under the supervision of the
Coordinating Researcher Ana Vaz Milheiro.

1. Support in researching and reviewing reference scientific literature for the project;

2. Archive research, especially architectural documentation, in national archives; processing and
systematising the information collected;

3. Validation and research into the project's case studies, specifically transport networks,
mineral extraction settlements and energy production;

4. Preparation and publication of scientific output (journal articles, book chapters);

5. Participation in study missions and fieldwork;

6. Support in organising and in the participation in initiatives to disseminate the project's results
(seminars/exhibitions/publications).

Work location: The work will be carried out at the premises of Associagdo Iscte Conhecimento
e Inovacao - Centro de Valorizacdao de Transferéncia e Tecnologias, located at Av. das Forgas
Armadas, 1600-083 Lisboa, without prejudice to the necessary travel inherent to the contracted
activity, under the scientific guidance of Dr Ana Vaz Milheiro, the project's Lead Researcher.

Duration of the grant: The grant will last for 7 months, starting on 1 December 2024.

Amount of the monthly allowance: The amount of the grant corresponds to €1259,64 according
to the table of values of the grants awarded by FCT, I.P. in the country (https://www.fct.pt/wp-
content/uploads/2024/02/Tabela-de-Valores-SMM _atualizacao-2024.pdf), and is paid monthly
by bank transfer. The corresponding voluntary social insurance is added to the amount of the
grant, if the candidate chooses to take it out, as well as personal accident insurance. The project
includes additional and specific funds to cover fieldwork missions to be carried out by the grant
holder in the municipalities included in the work plan.

Selection criteria
1. The selection methods to be used will be a curricular assessment and an interview.

2. Inthe interview topics related to the candidate's work plan, previous experience,
motivation and CV will be discussed

3. The jury reserves the right not to award a grant if none of the candidates matches the
desired profile.

4. This competition may be cancelled until the final list of candidates has been approved
but will remain valid for the duration of the project.
